Jan 3rd Speaker

Steve Goldsmith, Chief of Fryeburg Rescue, was the speaker.  Steve has been a volunteer for about 20 years, and gave an informative talk on the services and status of the Fryeburg Rescue units. He told us that last year they made 742 runs and  that they serve Lovell, Brownfield, Stow and East Conway in addition to Fryeburg. It is still an all volunteer unit which does not charge anyone for its services. Their current need is to replace one ambulance and their crash truck, which together will cost  about $250,000.  Phil Spurr asked what small items might be needed and Steve mentioned cots/stretchers, turnout gear, and glucometers. Steve noted that the Mulford Trust had given them about $6,000 for 6 AED units (portable defibrillators) which Rescue shared with the police. 

Fryeburg Rescue will begin a fund raising campaign for the vehicles, and it is a 501(c)3 organization, making donations tax deductible. 

In other news, Stan Gemborys has returned from Virginia, bringing a Rotary flag from the Farmville Club, whose meetings he has been attending.

Jan 10 Meeting

Treasurer’s Report: We currently have $16,500 in all our accounts, up from $15,200 last year.  Jayne reminds us that if you pay your dues in two installments, the second installment is now due.  The scholarship money market has $11,400, well up from last year’s $4,100 and that is due primarily to the success of Bountiful Harvest.  Jayne says that our cash flow is good, and she has copies of the financial reports if anyone wants them.

Breakfast Money:  Phil noted that we are still losing money on breakfast and urges all members to attend the meetings. He stated that the board had decided not to raise the price of break- fast but to hold a fund-raiser to make up the difference between costs and what we collect.  He also stated that the board had decided that 10% of all future fund raising profits  will be turned over to the club to cover administrative costs.

And that if anyone needs a banner to take to another club, they are in the kitchen  in the closet on the top shelf in a box.
